 Twin Thermofan Wiring Loom Instructions

· The relays are to be mounted behind the passenger front headlamp.

· The longest set of wires consist of three wires.
· Red wire with fuse holder is to be mounted to the positive battery terminal.

· Black wire is to be mounted to the negative battery terminal.
· Orange long wire is to be connected to ignition. This will allow the fans to run on low speed while ignition is on ON position.
· The single short Orange wire is to be connected to the Air Conditioner compressor wire, this will allow the fans to run on high speed while the Air Conditioner compressor is running.
· Temperature switch is to be mounted in place of the temperature controlled vacume switch, this switch will force the air conditioner to recirculate the air should the engine overheat, it serves no other purpose and can be removed. 
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Temp Switch Position.
· The last group of wires is a group of 5 wires that connect to the fans. There is a single black wire and two groups of double wires. 
· One double wires has red and black terminals, this is to be connected to the plug on the fans with two terminals. Black terminal on the harness is to connect to the terminal with the black wire on the fan, the red terminal is to connect to the other terminal.
· The single black wire with black terminal on the harness is to connect to the terminal with a black wire on other plug of the fans with three terminals. 
· The last two wires are to connect to the other two terminals on the fans in any order.
· With the engine running from cold the fans should be on low speed.
· The fans will be on high speed with the Air Con turned on and/or the coolant temp above 95 degrees.
